Trailblazers Report

The Trailblazers Committee is a standing subcommittee of the Sandy Mesquite
Valley Development Association and was assigned to function as the Road Assessment Committee for the Clark
County Sandy Valley Citizens Advisory Council regarding road improvements within Sandy Valley.
Several Months ago, representatives of Clark County Public Works reviewed the funds available for road improve-
ments within Sandy Valley and sought direction on what areas these funds should be used for road improvements.
The presentation was made during a regularly scheduled monthly Citizens’ Advisory Council meeting. There is al-
most $650,000.00 available. Considering the cost of road construction and related expenses this amount is far short
of that needed to pave the entire length of the dirt road to Route 160.
With the cooperation of Commissioner Susan Brager and her staff including Meggan Holzer, Rural Towns Liaison, a
survey was mailed to registered property owners in Sandy Valley. Twenty-four completed surveys were returned and
were evaluated by the Trailblazers.
The following is a summary of the returned surveys.
The most used route to leave Sandy Valley is the Columbia Pass Road.
The most used road to return to Sandy Valley was the Columbia Pass Road.
The second most used road to leave and return to Sandy Valley was the dirt road to Route 160. Less than one half the
number using Columbia Pass use the dirt road according to the surveys, which is understandable since the compari-
son is between a paved road verses a dirt road.
Among the additional comments made in the survey and at the Trailblazer meeting is the fact that “pot holes” are a
problem and a concern, meaning- there is a lack of repair and maintenance on existing paved Sandy Valley roads.
The holes are cold patched and in a very short time reappear because of the weather and traffic.
As one of those living on Sandy Valley Road reported — there are a significant number of commercial trucks using
the road—these trucks haul mineral from the mining operation on the lake bed, sod, alfalfa, alfalfa cubes and hay in-
cluding privately owned trucks and trailers loaded with hay and cubes. There is no weight limit posted anywhere on
any road in the Valley. So, the question was “are the roads built to carry such heavy loads?”
Those attending the survey review felt that “pot holes” are an issue for routine repair and should not be part of the
funding available for this consideration. Therefore, a list of “pot hole” repairs will be forwarded to Public Works by
the Committee.
On Feb.11, 2014, the CAC will discuss this report. Please attend. The meeting

(MIPPA), the State of Nevada Aging and Disability Services Division has
received funding to help Medicare beneficiaries apply for the Medicare Part
D Extra Help/Low Income Subsidy (LIS) that helps people with limited in-
come and resources pay for certain out-of-pocket costs in Part D and the
Medicare Savings Programs (MSPs), the Medicaid-administered programs
for people on Medicare who have limited income and resources.
