Sandy Valley FFA Goes to 
State,   

 
Announces Spring Plant Sale

In March, members and officers of 
the Sandy Valley FFA Chapter went 
to FFA State Convention in Reno.  
We participated in both meat and 
floral competitions. The meat compe-
tition consisted of a written test of 
proper cooking and preparation tech-
niques, grading carcasses of swine 
and beef, and identification of cuts 
from beef, lamb and swine. In the 
floral competition, students took tests 
on identification of flowers, floral 
arrangement, dish garden, asexual 
propagation, one-on-one sales, haz-
ardous situation, and participated in a 
team competition, where they had to 
create a party event, which included a 
centerpiece and corsage.  
Many other competitions are held at 
State, and we look forward to partici-
pating in even more next year.   
This experience will help us to build 
on our knowledge and competitive 
skills for future state conventions, 
with the goal of winning state and 
going to nationals.  
“It was pretty fun and I enjoyed judg-
ing cattle and swine carcasses, but it 
was cold in the [meat] locker,” said 
Sky Cochran (sophomore) when 
asked about her second experience at 
FFA State.

Spring Plant Sale will be held at 
the Sandy Valley School Green-
house. April 21st-24th, it will be 
from 7:30 am through 4:30 pm. On 
Friday, April 25th, the sale will be 
held from noon to 7pm.  
Some of the plants that will be for 
sale during this time include: various 
melons, watermelon, squash, pep-
pers, tomatoes, cowpeas, various 
flowers and the native species, Desert 
Willow. Herbs such as cilantro, pars-
ley and three varieties of basil will 
also be for sale. 

SANDY VALLEY CAC 
OPENS DOOR FOR NON 
CON -FORMING ZONE 

CHANGE 
WITHIN EXISITNG RESIDEN-

TIAL NEIGHBORHOOD 
At Tuesday night’s meeting the 
members of the CAC committee 
(local resident volunteers appointed 
by the County Commission) voted 
unanimously to approve the zone 
change request, along the zig zag on 
Papago, from residential R-U 
(residential 1 housing unit per 2ac.) 
to C2 commercial land.  
This happened in spite of the cur-
rent land use plans, which the resi-
dents of our Valley as well as mem-
bers of the CAC have always sup-
ported and approved, which clearly 
identifies appropriate current and 
future areas where commercial lots 
are acceptable.  
Several neighbors attending the 
meeting had compelling reasons for 
not wanting commercial zoning 
within this well established residen-
tial area. The Clark County Zoning 
Department Staff also recom-
mended denial of the request for 
this non-conforming zone change 
(commonly called spot zoning). 
Our community welcomed the own-
ers of this lot several years ago, and 
supported the current Cottage In-
dustry use of several small green 
houses used for growing produce 
sold at farmers markets. However 
the C2 commercial zone change 
will increase the building density 
with more and larger greenhouses, 
construction of an additional build-
ing, for a commercial kitchen used 
to process agricultural products for 
commercial sale and change the 
designation of the existing modular 
home from a single family resi-
dence to a watchman trailer.  
The issue of keeping our rural life-
style of single family homes on 
large urban lots has always been a 
top priority, so I ask what com-
pelled the CAC to ignore all the 
hard work that created a master
