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SCIENCE 101:  

why are men more aggressive than women?

Why do men have a tendency to be aggressive, to fight, to commit crimes and to engage in sexual assault?  Our 
genes, our evolution, provide the answer.   
Our genes determine who we are.  They’ve been passed down to us, generation by generation.  Throughout human 
history and even before, males have battled one another for dominance within tribes and against other tribes, with the 
victors enjoying more food and more access to women, thus procreating and leaving a long line of decedents, each 
with the male-aggression gene.  Those men who were unfortunate enough to be lacking that gene lost.  Their chances 
of bearing children were nearly nil, so very few wimp genes were passed along.  Just consider male tendencies today 
and you see the result of millions of years of evolution.

Each side would curse and threaten the other−brandishing teeth and weapons−until one side concluded 
that it just wasn’t worth it.  “Oh hell, give ‘em the food and women Gor.  We’ll go find some others.” 
Aggressive emotions come as a package deal.  Our forefathers survived and passed on their genes to us only because 
they acted tough and confident, brandishing weapons and instructing others what to do.  If a guy had the blessing of 
the chief, he had access to food and women.  If he had a tendency to blindly follow the leaders and take orders like a 
soldier, he would be favored.  If he killed animals and attacked tribes with a vengeance, he was respected.  Whether 
he assaulted women or not was of no concern since he was now able to intimidate other men into giving up their 
child-bearing women.  The toughest guys ruled the cave and took what they wanted. 
Throughout human history, men who exhibited the above tendencies had lots of wives and children.  Mulai Ismail 
(1646-1727), the last Sharifian Emperor of Morocco, is reported to have left 700 male descendants.  A report from 
the Russian Academy of Sciences concluded that Genghis Khan, who was responsible for the deaths of as many as 50 
million people, has as many as 16 million male descendants living today.  Is it any wonder that males tend to be ag-
gressive?   
Every man alive today has genes that were passed down to him by a whole string of vicious, ruthless, tough, smart, 
over-confident, bellicose men.  And guess what!  They all liked having sex with a whole bunch of different women.  
Whether such men were nice to the women or not didn’t matter.  The women generally had no say in the matter – not 
even a right to complain.  Strong men took whatever they wanted.  Most weaker men ended up with no women at all. 
Today, advances in science and technology have enabled mankind to design weapons of greater and greater magni-
tude.  It’s just like the tribal days.  If one tribe could develop a better weapon, they could force all surrounding tribes 
into submission.  Over the past 200 years, we have upped the ante with the use of guns, cannons, tanks, grenades, 
artillery, bombs, guided missiles, drones and, the mother of all weapons, the nuclear bomb.  
There are over 17,000 active nuclear weapons on the Earth today scattered around at least nine nations.  Aggressive, 
belligerent men have the power to kill millions and disrupt worldwide commerce by turning a switch and flicking a 
button.  Worse than that, the launch of one would almost certainly lead to the launch of others, and over the course of 
a lazy afternoon, a few macho guys could end all life on Earth.

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Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act

There are many “personal” opinions or ideas on the contents of the Law.  In 
order to inform the Sandy Valley Community, AARP held an informational 
and educational meeting on Saturday, November 16, 2013, at the Keystone 
Enrichment Center starting at 11:00am  
The first topic discussed was that anyone currently cover by Medicare 
should not be concerned.  
Wikipedia, the Free Encyclopedia, details the following- “The Patient Pro-
tection and Affordable Care Act is a federal statute.”  “The Act and the 
Health Care and Education Reconciliation Act of 2010 made up the health 
care reform of 2010.  The laws focus on reform of the private health insur-
ance market, provide better coverage for those with pre-existing conditions, 
improve prescription drug coverage in Medicare and extend the life of the 
Medicare Trust Fund by at least 12 years.”    
Quoting AARP, “Consumer protections are now in place so you can be con-
fident your health coverage will be there for you when you need it.  Insur-
ance Companies can no longer deny coverage to people with pre-existing 
conditions like asthma, diabetes, high blood pressure, or even cancer.  And 
they can’t cut off or cancel someone’s coverage because they hit a certain 
dollar limit or got sick.”   
All plans must cover the essentials.  Most people are confused with this re-
quirement—if a policy does not meet these requirements they cannot be 
sold.  
An insurance policy must include doctors’ visits, emergency care, hospital 
care, prescription drug coverage, preventive care and more -  the law elimi-
nates Insurance Companies putting an annual or lifetime dollar limit on a 
person’s policy; it prohibits rescissions of health insurance policies – mean-
ing -  a person may no longer be dropped for any reason except fraud; poli-
cies must cover pre-existing  conditions;   
They must require coverage for Preventive services and immunizations, and 
policies must include coverage for early retirees to mention some of the re-
quirements.  
Some states have implemented their own “Health Insurance Marketplace”.    
Nevada is one of those states.   To research Nevada’s Health Market Place 
go to your computer and search “Nevada Health Link.com”   Also, for a bet-
ter explanation of the insurance requirements choose several options.  Re-
member there are those who have their own hidden agendas’.   
AARP has a web page, heathlawanswers.aarp.org  which will answer any 
questions regarding this law.
